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Target description

Resistin, is produced by fat cells and prompts tissues
to resist insulin, the substance the body needs to
process blood sugar. Insulin resistance is the cause
of many cases of type 2, or adult-onset,
diabetes. It appears that resistin is produced by
the body in response to obesity. Thus, obesity (in
certain individuals) results in elevated levels of
resistin, which, in turn, results in insulin resistance
and type 2 diabetes. The protein sequence of resistin
has 60% homology with resistin like precursor.
